He then moved to the Panama
Canal Zone, where he worked in
international security, inspecting the
contents of communist ships. He
made his home in Littleton in 1975,
and worked for several real estate

companies in the area.
He enjoyed his two dogs.
He was a member ofthe Littleton Rotary

Club and Littleton Historical Society. He was
also a past president of the Littleton Lyceum.
He was locally recognized for his community
serVIce.
