While walking the site, LRT was addressing a leak in the hose running from the frac tank to the basin. A significant amount of water was observed pooling (Photo 1). LRT mentioned that this water will be re-dewatered. Sediment amounts in the basin were noticeably higher than observed the week prior. LRT has install a silt sock at the hose discharging into the basin (Photo 2). They will also be cleaning the sediment from the frac tanks and using floc logs to hopefully fix this issue. Water was observed flowing over the wattles with mild velocity. Sediment from the wall of the basin was eroding into the basin and over the wattles (Photo 3). Water flowing over the erosion controls is allowing sediment to migrate and accumulate towards the wetland (Photo 4). 

On the wall of the basin pictured in photo 3, that sediment should be pulled back so that it is no longer at risk of moving into the water and over the erosion controls. An additional series of wattles should be placed on the lower part of the wall slope that is eroding in order to reduce the risk of this reoccurring.
